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Sterile scalpel blades

Alcohol swabs

Petroleum jelly

Collection tubes

Warm water and disinfecting soap

Warmed isotonic fluids such as Lactated Ringers or 0.9% NacCl
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3. Procedures:

 Only University Animal Care Committee (UACC) approved blood collection techniques can be
performed.

 The least volume required should be collected at all times.

All collections should be performed by trained and competent individuals.

 The smallest needle size that complements collection location without causing hemolysis
should be used.
